Divisional Court:  
 
Panel - All Divisional Court matters to be heard by a three judge panel will be heard in the regional centre 
of London during the two weeks commencing Monday, November 16, 2009. 
  
Single Judge – All Divisional Court matters to be heard before a single judge of the Divisional Court, 
including Small Claims Court appeals will be heard in the local centre and are scheduled through the Trial 
Coordinator for Superior Court. 
 
The trial sittings have been designated in blocks o f CRIMINAL and CIVIL. 
 
Criminal:          All criminal cases will be committed to an Assignment Court date in the Superior Court of 

Justice and shall be pre-tried prior to that Assignment Court. At the Assignment Court, a 
sufficient number of JURY cases will be assigned to the commencement of an 
appropriate sittings for jury selection and trial on a Running List basis.  All NON-JURY 
cases will be assigned to a Running List within an appropriate sittings.  If applicable, 
guilty pleas can be arranged through the Trial Coordinator.   Requests for adjournments 
will be spoken to before the local administrative judge in advance of the sittings or before 
the trial judge at the commencement of the sittings. Trial Readiness Court : A Trial 
Readiness Court will be conducted by the presiding trial judge at the commencement of 
the trial sitting.  Counsel are to confirm their readiness for trial by completing and filing a 
Trial Readiness Report not later than three business days prior to the Trial Readiness 
Court unless otherwise directed by the Trial Coordinator.  Counsel or self-represented 
accused conducting a case shall appear in the Trial Readiness Court unless all counsel 
and self-represented accused have not changed their position from the position 
described in the most recent Pre-trial Conference Report, have complied with all filing 
requirements, and have completed and filed a Trial Readiness Report. 

 
Family:  All family law matters will be set for trial by the Trial Coordinator following the settlement 

conference.  If Counsel cannot agree on a trial sittings the matter will be assigned to an 
upcoming Assignment Court.  The case will be assigned to a trial sittings on a running list 
basis. 

 
Civil:  All civil cases will be pre-tried.  Thereafter, if the action is ready for trial (and Counsel 

agree on a Sittings), the Trial Coordinator will assign the case to the Running List for that 
sitting. If Counsel do not agree, the case will be set to an Assignment Court for 
scheduling.  ALL cases on the Running List may be spoken to before the Trial Justice at 
the commencement of the sittings and/or called for trial by the Trial Coordinator during 
the sittings.  Requests for adjournments will be spoken to before the local administrative 
judge in advance of the sittings or before the trial judge at the commencement of the 
sitting.

The assignment of trial dates at a settlement conference will obviate the necessity of a status 
hearing and therefore status hearings for case managed cases will be discontinued as of March 
31, 2005. 
 
Scheduling of Settlement Conferences 
 
Immediately after the filing of the first defence, the court will mail to all parties a Notice of 
Settlement Conference. This notice will: 
 

(1) Advise that a settlement conference has been scheduled for a specified date, which 
shall be a date 15 months after the filing of the first defence; 

 
(2) Provide the date by which the Notice of Name of Mediator and Date of Session 

(Form 24.1A) must be filed with the court, which shall be a date approximately 6 
months after the filing of the first defence; 

 
(3) Provide the date by which mediation must be completed, which shall be a date 

approximately 90 days prior to the date assigned for the settlement conference. Non-
compliance will result in the proceeding being scheduled for a case conference 
before the Case Management Master at which time the Court will assign a mediator 
and set a date by which the mediation session must be completed. 
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The parties may revise the dates set out in the Notice of Settlement Conference by seeking such 
an order at a case conference.  
 
Strict Compliance With Rule 77.14 Required 
 
Failure to comply with the requirements of Rule 77.14(4) and (5) respecting the filing of 
settlement conference briefs and Rule 77.14(6) respecting the contents of settlement conference 
briefs will result in sanctions being imposed by the judicial officer conducting the settlement 
conference which could include dismissal of the action, striking the defence or the imposition of 
costs. 
  
Actions dismissed or defences struck may be reinstated by way of motion supported by affidavit 
evidence so long as there is no other good reason to dismiss the claim or strike the defence. 
 
Rescheduling of Settlement Conferences 
 
Settlement conferences can only be rescheduled pursuant to an order of the case management 
master or the case management judge (if one has been appointed pursuant to Rule 77.09) 
obtained prior to the date the first settlement conference brief is due pursuant to Rule 77.14.

THIS ADMINISTRATIVE ADVISORY IS APPLICABLE TO ALL 
COMMERCIAL MATTERS SCHEDULED FOR HEARING  
IN LONDON 
 

The purposes of this administrative advisory are to ensure administrative steps are in place for 
the appropriate scheduling of commercial matters materially connected to this region and the 
time sensitivity of any of such matters is identified. 
  
This advisory will be applied to commercial matters involving the following statutes: 
 

(a) those arising under the Bankruptcy and Insolvency Act (“BIA”) to the extent they are 
beyond the jurisdiction of the Deputy Registrar under section 192 of the BIA.  Such 
matters would include, by way of example only, opposed applications for a bankruptcy 
order, interim receiverships under the BIA, priority disputes, matters involving alleged 
preferences or settlement; 

 
(b) matters involving the Companies’ Creditors Arrangement Act from the initial application 

until completion; 
 

(c) matters involving the Personal Property Security Act; 
 

(d) matters involving receivers appointed under the Courts of Justice Act whether in 
conjunction with or separate from an appointment under the BIA; 

 
(e) matters involving issues arising under the Farm Debt Mediation Act; 

 
(f) matters involving realization or the determination of priorities of claims arising under the 

Bank Act; 
 

(g) matters under either the Ontario Business Corporations Act or the Canada Business 
Corporations Act; 

 
(h) matters under the Partnerships Act or Limited Partnerships Act; 

 
(i) matters under the Bulk Sales Act; and 

 
(j)  matters incidental to a proceeding involving a statute or area mentioned above. 
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Counsel shall identify to the Trial Co-ordinator that a commercial matter is time sensitive by 
completing the attached “Time Sensitive - Commercial Scheduling Request”.  A date for hearing 
shall be scheduled directly with the Trial Co-ordinator. 
 
If a commercial matter is not time sensitive, motions or applications shall initially be made 
returnable on a regular motions date. Counsel shall complete the attached “Certificate of 
Readiness for Special Appointment of Commercial Matter” and the region’s usual procedures to 
obtain a special appointment shall apply. 
 
Counsel are directed to the provisions of Rule 37.15 and encouraged to seek in accordance with 
that Rule an order directing that all motions in the proceeding be heard by a particular judge.

Rules are required for all long family motions unless otherwise directed by a 
case conference judge; and,  

·  No factum or Summary of Argument may exceed 20 pages, unless leave is 
granted; and,  

·  The times for service and filing of factums or Summaries of Argument shall be in 
accordance with the times for service and filing of other motions materials 
respectively under the Rules of Civil Procedure or the Family Law Rules.

PRACTICE DIRECTION 
Judicial Management of All Civil Proceedings Not Governed by Rule 77 of the 

Rules of Civil Procedure 
 
Counsel and parties are reminded that all civil proceedings in Ontario, not subject to 
case management under Rule 77, may be judicially managed under the present 
provisions of the Rules of Civil Procedure.  
Rule 37.15 provides that if a proceeding involves complicated issues or if two or more 
proceedings involve similar issues, parties and/or counsel who seek an order under the 
rule may make a request in writing to the Regional Senior Judge of their respective 
judicial region to have a judge appointed. 
Pursuant to Rule 48.14, the court will supervise actions that are not set down for trial on 
a timely basis. 
Status Notices (Form 48C ) will be issued for actions that have not been placed on the 
trial list or terminated by any means within two years after the filing of a statement of 
defence, indicating that the proceeding will be dismissed for delay within 90 days, 
with costs , unless: 
 
1. The action is set down for trial; or 
2. The action has been terminated by any means; or 
3. A status hearing judge orders otherwise. 
Any party who receives the status notice may request a status hearing, at which the 
plaintiff must show cause why the action should not be dismissed for delay and the 
court will review the action and may consider the range of orders set out in Rule 
48.14(8).
